There are two types: 
 

1. Super satellites

For all aspects of all events management reserves the right to make any alterations,  
including but not limited to cancellations, additions, subtractions, prize money and prize 
money distribution, add-on money, players, cruise awards, and all-around championship 

 

Super satellites 
Placing high enough in a Super Satellite wins an entry into the $500 buy-in, No-limit Hold‟em 

two-day event starting on Saturday, April24, 2010 and finishing on Sunday, April 25, 2010. Two 

are scheduled during the Spring Poker round-Up: Each on a Wednesday: April 14 and 21, and 

each at 6:30 PM. 

 

Super Satellites are played only until there is enough prize money to distribute the 

appropriate winning number of entries into the main event to all remaining players. Action 

stops and main event receipts are issued. The number of main event entries awarded is 

determined by dividing $500 into the total prize pool amount. 

 

Put simply, if there are 200 entries into a super satellite at $100 each, that is $20,000, the house 

adds another $2,000 making a total of $22,000. We divide that by the $500 main event buy-in 

amount, resulting in 44 main event entry receipts and action stops when the super satellite 

reaches 44 remaining players. The object of a super satellite is not to win, but to finish high 

enough to be awarded a seat in the main event. 

 

The winning entry receipts may be used ONLY to buy-in before the tournament starts on Sat-

urday, April 24. Super Satellites are played only for entries on April 24, 2010! 

 

Should there be an odd number of players, any extra prize funds are paid by regular satellite 

receipt to the next highest finisher. Super Satellites do not pay out any cash. 

 
 

Single-table satellites 
These are offered twice daily from 7:30 AM until 10:30 AM; and again from 4:00 PM until12:30 

AM. These are sometimes called, “Sit „n‟ goes”. We offer as many as possible; starting conti-

nually every few minutes. They usually start with 10 players. For the Spring Poker Round-Up, 

buy-ins are as follows: 

 
♥ $10 + $5 entry fee: WINNER receives $100 in satellite receipts 

♥ $20 + $5 entry fee : WINNER receives $200 in satellite receipts 

♥ $30 + $5 entry fee: WINNER receives $200  SECOND $100 in satellite receipts 

♥ $40 + $5 entry fee: TOP TWO EACH receive $200 in satellite receipts 

♥ $50 + $5 entry fee: TOP TWO EACH receive $250 in satellite receipts 

♥ $60 + $5 entry fee: TOP THREE EACH receive $200 in satellite receipts 

♥ $90 + $5 entry fee: TOP THREE EACH receive $300 in satellite receipts 

♥ $100 + $5 entry fee: TOP TWO EACH receive $500 in satellite receipts 

 

Unlike super satellite receipts, regular, single-table satellite receipts may be used for buy-ins 

to any event or to another satellite. No cash back.
